
Slijedom velikog uspjeha med̄u kritičarima  
te entuzijastičnog odaziva lokalnih i med̄u­
narodnih posjetitelja, Umjetnički paviljon Your 
black horizon ovog ljeta po četvrti  put otvara 
svoja vrata na hrvatskom otoku. Your black 
horizon, svjetlosnu instalaciju Olafura Eliassona, 
zaklada T-B A21 naručila je i svečano pred­
stavila u lipnju 2005. na 51. venecijanskom bi­
jenalu. Arhitekt David Adjaye blisko je sura­
d̄ivao s Eliassonom kako bi osmislili okoliš u 
kojem se umjetnost i arhitektura od samog 
početka sagledavaju kao jedno, kao “reciproč­
na jednadžba”. U paviljonu bez prozora, tan­
ka vodoravna crta svjetla upravljenog kroz uzak 
prorez na razini očiju proteže se uokolo mrač­
nog prostora, vizualno neprekinuta, služeći kao 
glavni izvor svjetlosti. Baždarena prema jedin­
stvenim karakteristikama lopudske svjetlosti, 
linija mijenja boje kroz ciklični spektar jednog 
dana, od izlaska do zalaska sunca.

Osnovana 2002. godine u Beču od Francesce von Habsburg, 
Thyssen-Bornemisza Art Contemporary (T-B A21) predano 
podržava stvaranje suvremene umjetnosti te aktivno potiče 
nekonvencionalne projekte. Zaklada održava dalekosežnu 
regionalnu i med̄unarodnu orijentaciju te istražuje oblike 
prezentacije čija je namjera proširiti način na koji promatrači 
percipiraju i doživljavaju umjetnost. Nakon pilot projekta 
Your black horizon Umjetnički paviljon, zaklada je ostvarila i 
drugu arhitektonsku akviziciju: The Morning Line, trenutno 
instaliran u Istanbulu /Turska, kao dio projekta Istanbul 2010 
– European Capitol of Culture, inovativni i eksperimentalni 
projekt suvremenog umjetnika Matthew Ritchieja u suradnji  
s arhitektonskim dvojcem Aranda/Lasch i Arup AGU.

Thyssen-Bornemisza Art Contemporary

Founded in Vienna in 2002 by Francesca von Habsburg, 
Thyssen-Bornemisza Art Contemporary is committed to 
supporting the production of contemporary art and actively 
engaged in commissioning unconventional projects. The 
foundation sustains a far-reaching regional and international 
orientation and explores modes of presentation that are in­
tended to broaden the way viewers perceive and experience 
art. Following the pilot project Your black horizon Art Pavilion, 
the foundation has realized a second architectonic com­
mission: The Morning Line, a groundbreaking experimental 
public art and sound structure by Matthew Ritchie in col­
laboration with Aranda/Lasch and Arup AGU, which is cur­
rently installed in Istanbul/Turkey, as part of Istanbul 2010 – 
European Capitol of Culture.

Your black horizon is indicative of Olafur 
Eliasson’s interest in the phenomenon of light, 
color, perception, movement, and space.  
“If the public gets involved in a stimulating 
situation,” Eliasson has said, “the situation 
‘commits itself’ in return. There’s a reversal of 
subject and object here: the viewer becomes 
the object and the context becomes the sub­
ject. I always try to turn the viewer into what’s 
on show, make him mobile and dynamic.”

Having earned great critical acclaim and 
enthusiastic responses from local and interna­
tional visitors Your black horizon Art Pavilion 
opens for a fourth season on the Croatian 
island. Your black horizon, a light installation 
by Olafur Eliasson, was commissioned by 
Thyssen-Bornemisza Art Contemporary and in­
augurated in June 2005 at the Venice Bien­
nale. Architect David Adjaye was engaged to 
work in close collaboration with Eliasson  
to conceive an environment in which art and 
architecture were from the outset consid­
ered as one, “an interlocking equation”. In a 
windowless pavilion, a thin horizontal line  
of light directed through a narrow gap at eye 
level runs around the black space, serving  
as the primary light source. Calibrated to the 
specific light conditions on Lopud, the light 
changes color through a cyclic spectrum of a 
single day—from sunrise to sunset. 

Your black horizon primjer je Eliassonovog  
zanimanja za fenomen svjetlosti, boje, geo-
metrije, percepcije, kretanja i prostora. “Ako 
se publika uključi u stimulirajuću situaciju,” 
rekao je Eliasson, “u tom se trenutku situacija 
sama uključuje u dogad̄aj. Dolazi do inverzije 
subjekta i objekta: gledatelj postaje objekt, a 
kontekst postaje subjekt. Uvijek pokušavam 
gledatelja aktivno uključiti u ono što se prika­
zuje, učiniti ga pokretnim i dinamičnim.”



“As you slowly climb the promenade from the 
sea to the foot of the hill covered by cypresses 
and olive trees to the place where the simple 
wooden construction stands, a careful eye will 
spot the traces of the discreet interventions  
on the terrain that enabled the new construction 
to coexist with the natural environment. The 
pavilion gradually appears as a natural stage, a 
shield, a monument fence … “ (Nada Beroš, 
Oris Magazine). This distinctive location of the 
Art Pavilion on Lopud—just a few nautical 
miles away from the UNESCO world heritage 
city of Dubrovnik—establishes the potential  
of the project to interact with the site it inhab­
its. The challenge was to make a temporary 
museum, which integrates into its surrounding 
site, adding value to it. Embedded in Lopud’s 
rich Renaissance heritage and preserved nature, 
Your black horizon Art Pavilion reveals new 
meanings of the landscape.
